Completer Satisfaction Survey - Spring 2024

The Completer Satisfaction Survey (Initial) was administered in the Spring 2024 semester to the completers in Fall 2022 and Spring 2023 graduates. A total of 15 surveys were sent out to completers, and approximately 11
surveys were returned. This equates a return rate of 73%. The survey included 14 survey questions were included, which included components of all 10 INTASC Standards. Responses to the survey questions ranged from 1
- Strongly Disagree, 2 - Disagree, 3 - Agree, and 4 - Strongly Agree. The survey results yielded that all survey questions received a score of 91% or above in the area of Agree and Strongly Agree. The survey question
representing INTASC Standard 3 (Learning Environment) received a score of 73% in the Strongly Agree category, which was the strongest area.
